REACH Legislation

A recent change of legislation regarding the Registration, Evaluation and
Authorisation and Restriction of Chemicals (REACH), Regulation (EC) No
1907/2006, requires all substances, new and existing, that are marketed in
the European Union and produced in a quantity of 1 tonne per year to
undergo registration.

REACH legislation requires all substances currently in use to be “pre-
registered” between 1% June and 1% December 2008. Then, depending on
the classification of the substance and the quantity being manufactured,
full registration must occur before the deadlines set out in the REACH
guidelines.

In order to continue exporting products into the EU, non-EU manufacturers
must ensure their products are first pre-registered before December 2008
and fully registered by the appropriate deadline. It is therefore in the
manufacturer’s best interest to ensure their products meet the REACH
obligations.

Manufacturers outside the EU may not act directly as a registrant, but
must appoint a natural or legal entity established in the EU to fulfil, as their
“Only Representative” (OR), the obligations set out in REACH. It is
advantageous for non-EU manufacturers to appoint an OR to conduct
registration, rather than relying on intermediaries (such as importers or
distributors) or downstream users; any of which might instead turn to
alternative products that have already met the registration requirements.

By appointing an OR, non-EU manufacturers retain control over the
registration process and avoid having to disclose confidential business
information to importers and other downstream users.

An OR acts on behalf of the non-EU manufacturer, maintains confidentiality
of proprietary information, and can service all aspects of both pre-
registration and full registration for the manufacturer, who may remain
anonymous.



Non-EU manufacturers need to ensure all chemicals they export into the EU are registered under REACH. BMT can cover all pre-registration and
registration requirements by acting as Only Representative.
