Course Objectives  
 
BMT Cordah Ltd’s Search & 
Rescue Administrator course is 
designed to explore obligations 
required under the Convention on 
International Civil Aviation, the 
International Convention on 
Maritime Search & Rescue and the 
International Convention for 
Safety of Life at Sea (SOLAS). With 
a view to assisting States 
/Organisations in meeting their 
own SAR needs or equally to 
identify areas for development or 
improvement in an existing SAR 
structure. 
 
  
To highlight guidelines for a 
common approach to the 
provision of effective Maritime 
SAR services in line with agreed 
International Recommendations .  
 
 
Course Length 
 
The normal course length consists 
of 2 working days.  However, this 
duration can be tailored to meet 
individual needs depending on 
level of organisational 
requirements. 

Target Audience  
 
This course is designed for senior 
personnel who hold positions in 
Government or other departments 
which have a mandate to provide an 
effective Maritime Rescue Service. 
There is a particular basis towards 
Managers whose responsibilities are 
of a Strategic planning nature within 
SAR Organisations.   
 
 
The course will also be suitable for 
commanders and key members of 
Organisations or Authorities whom 
have been delegated or indeed 
assumed local responsibilities for 
Maritime Search & Rescue within a 
designated area. 
 
SAR Co-ordinators whose future 
career path is likely to lead them into 
a more strategic planning 
environment will also find the course 
beneficial.  
 
 
Course Variations 
 
The course can be varied to suit 
organisations that are relatively new 
to SAR Management and also to 
established Services that are 
planning or reviewing current SAR 
procedures. 
    

Previous Knowledge an d 
Experience Required  
 
No previous knowledge in 
operational Search & Rescue is 
required to enter the courses.   
 
However a sound knowledge and 
experience of emergency planning 
and strategic decision making would 
be very beneficial.   
 
A fundamental knowledge of the 
Global Maritime SAR network and 
organisation would be advantageous. 
 
If there are any difficulties with the 
prerequisites BMT Cordah Ltd would 
be in a position to offer pre course 
training in the appropriate subjects.
